ARTICLE 6–  DELIVERY DELAY PENALTY :

  The contractor (supplier) should bear a delivery delay penalty at TWO per thousand per day of the after contractual period delivered quantity value  (not to exceed 20 pct  out of the total contract value) in addition to the provisions of the decree no.450/2004 , even if no disadvantage resulted to gfto , provided these two correlative conditions should be realized :

ARTICLE 7–  CONTRACT VALUE PAYMENT MODE  :

- Payment will be made by means of deferred, irrevocable, confirmed and untransferable L/C and Will be released as soon as possible after completing discharge and determining full conformity of quality/Specs. To those of contract. value of L/C shall only be released by plain authorization for payment from buyer to COM. Bank of Syria branch (No.3) Damascus and from the latter to its correspondent provided shipping documents are Full/Complete and reserveless and provided goods that arrived found in conformity with contract conditions, discharged, received and accepted in full.

-Payment to offering Egyptian public companies (in case of winning) will be according to provisions of counter trade agreement/ SAFKA/ between Syria and Egypt represented for the Egyptian party by El-Nasr Export and Import Co., and for the Syrian party by General Foreign Trade Organization, Damascus in this case the Egyptian public companies will be released from presentation of bid and performance bonds and G.F.T.O shall be allowed to hold 1 % of documents value when payment is effected. Such held percentage shall be considered as performance bond to which G.F.T.O will apply all P/BOND terms regarding validity, deduction of claims arising out from execution of contract extension if needed and other terms which P/BOND is usually subject to.

-Payment could be as well by means of documentary L/C as usual in which case bid and performance bonds shall be required in case offering outside /SAFKA/.

-As soon as shipment is effected sellers should send notice of shipment to buyers which includes all required information as name, nationality and age of carrying vessel, actual date of shipment number and date of B/L, quantity shipped and details of same as well as total value of shipment with copies of all documents and C/P to be sent to buyers by fax in order to arrange for receiving the vessel and clearing the cargo.

ARTICLE 8–  CONTRACTOR AWARENESS   :

The bidder , just the moment he submits his offer , will be held fully aware of,  understanding and expressing his plain acceptance to all terms , conditions and technical specifications stated in this financial , legal and technical booklet (without any non-compliance nor reserves); he will be held fully aware of and expressing his plain acceptance to all details , the estimate checkup , the price list , the quantities  relevant to this contract and to the general booklet content !
ARTICLE 9–  STAMP DUTY  :

According to the decree no.44 dated 6/5/2005 , the contractor (seller) should pay/transfer the stamp duty at (8) per thousand of the full contract value to central bank of syria (account no. 3541/23)  of directorate of finance/Damascuswithin maximum (30) days from L/C opening notification date . in  case of 
delay the seller will be charged with a fine of the  doubled  stamp duty amount.
likewise , the local administration duty  at (5) pct of the relevant stamp duty value should be all duly settled to that same account .
ARTICLE 10–  RECEIPT :

The contractor (seller) should duly execute all works required in this contract  ( fully complying with the relevant technical specifications and the instructions of gfto):he should do the job carefully , complying with the procedures conventionality for the execution of works as such, so that the required materials should completely comply with the specifications and qualities necessary for that same variety .as well, both the quantity and quality should conform to the relevant seller’s offer .
ARTICLE 11–  ORDER INSPECTION :
-Buyer will nominate Inspection Company, and its charges are his account.

- GFTO has the full right to appoint any persons and local or international expert houses to supervise and control the contractual materials and works during the procedure of production , preparation and assembling : they have the right to access freely to the work sites inquiring the contractor and workers about those materials and works in order to get the correct verbal or written information (they would like) and also to carry out / have carried out all analyses and laboratory trials, indispensable for each and every work, in the laboratory they opt to develop a  full conviction !
all analyses , tests , trial fees , expenses and costs will be on the contractor (seller) account . the contractor should extend the  necessary facilities to the delegates whose travel and stay expenses , compensations and  fares will be on the account of gfto , provided gfto delegate(s) attendance does not release at all the contractor (seller) from his own obligations stipulated in the relevant contract concluded with him –namely those resulting from any shortage , defect and bad manufacture .
ARTICLE 12–  MISTAKEN & CONTRADICTORY INSTRUCTIONS  :

1-The contractor (seller) before having any contractual part executed should check and make sure of the correctness of the technical booklet ,the price list , the quantities list and other provisions :he should request gfto to  correct any contradictions , difference , shortage or mistake he  finds out in the technical specifications , inventories or instructions given to him (no matter they are written , drawn , attached to the contract or given to him later on during the execution) . in such case the contractor (seller) 
should keep fully restricted to the final written instructions gfto requests him to follow during this matter execution .

2- in case of the contractor not reverting in writing to gfto for any differential or contradictory technical specifications, any unaccetable or irretrievable default may appear (after having the works partly or entirely executed in one of the works indicated as a whole or in detail in the contract)will be the full responsibility of the contractor who should bear the arising results :the contractor should remove and make up for the default on his own expense (whatever costs).

ARTICLE 13-AGENT IN SYRIAN ARAB REPUBLIC :

-The foreign bidder companies should nominate their business agent in syrian arab republic in case they are awarded the tender:those companies should submit a document attesting  they have nominated a business agent duly registred in syrian arab republic. this document will be considered one of the indispensable contract stipulations .

-the business agent should not be the same agent for two companies offering against the tender call  .

just in a convenient way to be decided by gfto, the contractor (seller ) should jointly with the agent settle his due debts towards gfto(if any) .

ARTICLE 14- GIVING CONTRACT AND SUBCONTRACTS UP :

The contractor (seller) has no right to give up any work or partial works under the contract ; nor can he refer them all or in part to other people (subcontractors) unless he obtains a written consent from gfto, provided such a consent never obliges gfto to take part into any relationship with the subcontractors and never releases the contractor )seller) from his obligations and commitments (technical , adminstrative , legal and penal) towards gfto as per the provisions of the contract concluded with him: the public companies will be prevented from concluding  any relevant contracts or subcontracts with someone other than the public sector to have the contractual works executed (no matter what is the subcontracts persentage out of the original contract value) on the full contractor (seller) responsibility ! 
ARTICLE 15- COMMERCIAL CONDITIONS :

A-PRICES:

-Should be fixed & final 

-Should be submitted in Euro only
-Prices should be submitted per net MT on basis of CFR Syrian Ports  Liner Out   

- The bidder should indicate the goods origin ,the name and the full address of the producing mill and the shipping port.

ARTICLE 17- SHIPMENT :

ARTICLE 18- WEIGHT, QUANTITY PACKING, MARKING & QUALITY/SPEC.:

- wt, qty, pckg, marking, checking of vsl holds and hatches etc., final at loading port as per insp, certificates issued by recognized reputable inspection co. nominated by buyer at their own expense.
- quality and spec final at syrian port of discharge as per certificates issued by recognized inspection co. nominated by buyers at their expense provided analysis to be carried out at the labs. of directorate of home tradeand provided goods to meet the rules of syrian plant quarantine.
- insp. , sampling and analysis at disch. port will continue successively until final completion of discharge, acceptance of goods by receivers and taking final delivery.
- in case of rejecting the goods , sellers shall be notified accordingly as to take all necessary procedures for re-exportation of rejected cargo at their own full cost and responsibility and settlement of all costs/expenses due or already paid in syria on the cargo before and after rejection.
- A replacement conforming cargo of same quantity /weight should be shipped by sellers to g.f.t.o. during max. one  month from the date of carco rejection . and late shipment penalty will remain valid according to contractual conditions until date of delivery of goods according to the specifications agreed on by means of contracted provisions  .
ARTICLE 19- CARRYING VESSELS:

•Regular vessels which are not more than 25 years old are not subject to overage insurance premium. And provided that these vsls to belong to regular maritime lines dependable by Syrian General Organization for Insurance. 

•All other vsls which are more than 15 years old and irregular including the chartered vsls are subject to overage insurance premium according the rates which will be determined by the Syrian General Organization for Insurance. Overage insurance premium to be paid by the seller provided these vsls to be fit for shipment and sailing.

•Transshipment is not allowed.

•Shipment on deck is not allowed.
•Vessel should be in a good condition and fit from all aspects for loading goods and carrying it

during sea voyage safely.

•Vessel holds should be clean,dry, odourless,free from living and dead insects and fit in every

respect for shipment. A certificate to this effect shall be required from inspection Co.

•Vessel must not be banned-entry to syrian ports,not of Israeli flag or belonging and not blacklisted.

•Every ship’s  hatch should be fitted with its own fully selfworkable crane otherwise it shall not be considered as workable and replacement shore crane (s) shall be used at carriers’ cost.

•Shipco (syrian shipping agencies Co.)should be appointed as the sole vessel’s agent at syrian ports and all fees /expenses including but not restricted to cargo handling should be paid to shipco by carriers/sellers.

•As delivery is final at Syrian port of discharge, cargo should be discharged/delivered aginst undertaking from G.F.T.O. To vessel’s agent (shipco)to present original B/L later on .Sellers have to authorize /instruct carriers accordingly , Otherwise seller shall be held fully responsible for all consequences  arising out of the delay in discharge .

•The ship’s master should duly send 72/48/24 hour notices of eta to reach receivers in time.

•Any cargo damage, shortage,loss… etc. Beyond normal allowed tolerance shall be at carriers responibility and cost including possible detention of vessel pending presentation by carriers of any required bank guarantee or sellers’ undertaking to settle all relevant claims against their performance bond.

•Seller must provide GFTO with all shipping data & with copies of B/ L & Commercial Invoice 

Immediately upon shipment.

-upon any contract conclusion with gfto , the supplir company should request the shipping company to give the delivery order to gfto against an undertaking to be settled later on  .

-otherwise (in case the shipping company refains from meeting that same request) the supplir company is to bear all delay penalities arising from the delay of discharge , gfto will never be held liable for any results and disadvantages may arise from the delay in having the goods dischardeed.

ARTICLE 20- NEW CONTRACTS:

  No new contract shall be concluded with and no tender call shall be addressed to any company having a first contract with general foreign trade organization before the execution of that same  as per the required terms , conditions, specifications and dates .
ARTICLE 21- CHOSEN DOMICILE:

Bidder should declare in the offer a chosen domicile in Syria noting bidder’s Embassy Commercial attache in Syria is not acceptable for chosen domicile. 
ARTICLE 22- CONSULAR LEGALIZATION FEES :

  In case of contracting , the contractor (exporter) should bear the consular legalization fees on the documents required in the l/c as follows:
-usd 10-on each certificate or price list not showing any amount.
-1pct. of the value on each certficate or price list for the goods that have a value-provided the amount   due should be of not less than usd 16-and not more than usd 1500 .
ARTICLE 23-  FINAL CONFIRMATION AND  L/C OPENING :

•Final confirmation & L/C opening are subject to the approval of Syrian concerned authorities and to availability of exchange. and buyers  has  the right to  have a partial letter of credit opened.
-L / C to be opened through first class foreign correspondent bank to be nominated by commercial bank of Syria according to his available banking facilities. 
•Date of opening L/C for total or partial quantity of contract is G.F.T.O. choice.

•Any insertion by sellers in the proforma invoice or in other executive matters of terms/conditions or requirements not stipulated in the contract and its complements shall be considered as null/void and non-applicable since the contract already determined all matters.

•Any extension and / or amendment to covering L/C by reason of sellers will be for sellers account.

•Charter party bills of lading and stale documents are acceptable provided b/l should indicate that shipco is the vessel agent at discharging port.
ARTICLE 24- SELLER’S INFRINGEMENT OF CONTRACTUAL OBLIGATIONS AND ARBITRATION :

- In case company contracted with breaches contract and such breaching is substantiated, buyer has the full right to claim compensation for all losses, damages and due price differences.

• Disputes arising from the contract concluded with the winning bidder will be solved amicably, otherwise it will be referred to Syrian administrative court and our organization has the option to refer the subject to arbitration  before  the state council in Syrian Arab Republic .

ARTICLE 25-BOYCOTT OF ISRAEL:

- Israel boycott provisions in past and in future will be applied on the supplier /seller/ carrying vessels and  G.F.T.O  has full right to cancel contract in case of  incompliance with said condition . 

- Seller will be responsible for cancellation of contract and all consequent results.
ARTICLE 26-OFFER-BINDING PERIOD:

 -The bidder should keep bound to his own offer for   /60 days/  from the day just next to the latest offer receipt option .
- The contractor (seller)  should bear the relevant tender call announcement fees as well as  all taxes and fees arising from the contract execution .
ARTICLE 27-EXCUSES :

The contractor (seller) will be held fully liable for all of his commitments and for the delay penalties due , the moment the fixed relevant dates come (as per the contract concluded with him) needless of any notice or procedure by gfto .
- In case the company contracted with breaches the contract, general foreign trade organization has the full right to lodge  a compensation claim for all  losses and price differences due-in addition to all rights kept by the law no.51/2004 and the decree no.450/2004 .
ARTICLE 28-FILE - PURCHASING:

-The bidder should purchase this tender call file from gfto (general secretariate) and duly settle its value amounting only / 1000 / s.p . 
ARTICLE 29-CONTRACT –GOVERNING REGULATIONS & LAWS:

whatever not herein plainly stipulated will be subject to the uniformed contract system issued per the law no.51/2004 , the general booklet of the uniformed contract system issued per the decree no.450/2004 and  all other operative laws and regulations .
